Plans for Mad Scientists: Eggs 2009
Bring 2 towels in trash bag to carry home wet!

Also bring roll of paper towels

1) Raw or Cooked?

Materials: 

4 small plastic bowls (2 on each of 2 tables)

4 hard boiled eggs (1 in each bowl)

4 raw eggs (1 in each bowl)

Setup/Instructions:

Taking turns, carefully spin them!

· Can you tell which is cooked?

· Can you get the cooked one to lift up like a top?

2) Floating egg

Materials:

4 tall plastic cups (2 for each of 2 tables)

4 hard-boiled egg (one near each cup)

jug of very salty water (8 tablespoons kosher salt in 4 cups of water)

plain water from tap

Setup (for a single table):

1) put towel on table

2) fill one cup halfway with tap water, fill one halfway with salt water – mix them up so kids don’t know which is which

Experiment (for a single table):

1) Gently put one hardboiled egg in each cup

2) Observe! Which one floats? Which water must be salty?

3) Take eggs out

4) Gently pour tap water down the side of the plain water cup so tap water stays on top

5) Gently drop one egg in – does it stop in the middle?

3) Egg Drop

Materials (there will be one experiment on each table):

2 large towels

2 cardboard tubes

2 tin pie pans

2 rubber eggs or practice balls

2 large plastic drinking glasses

water from tap

Setup:

1) Fill cup halfway with water

2) Put cup on towel (cover table)

3) Put pie pan on cup

4) Put cardboard tube on pan

5) Put pretend egg on tube

Experiment:

1) Think: how are we going to get the egg into the cup?

2) Grownup show them

3) Kids take turns

4) Egg in a bottle

Materials:

- A wide mouth glass bottle (juice or milk, rinsed and dried)
- A little vegetable oil
- Hardboiled egg, peeled
- Several strips of paper (2X6 inches)
- Matches

Experiment  - just one grownup shows the kids
1. Put an egg on top of the bottle (hint: use a small egg so it isn’t too much bigger than the mouth of the bottle)

2. Ask kids – how can we get it in there without breaking the egg up or breaking the bottle?

3. Show them: 

- Put a little vegetable oil around the mouth of the bottle.


- light the paper on fire, drop the burning paper in bottle


- immediately put egg on top


- WATCH


- (If it doesn’t work the first time, pick up the egg, light another match, drop the match in on the paper, and then put the egg back.)


- The egg gets sucked/pushed in!
